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When you were born you were
given something special by your
parents. Usually no one else has the
same one you do. They may have
looked in a book for this, or perhaps
heard of it from friends, or used
one from a relative that was dear
to them. Can you think what your
parents gave you at birth? Yes, they
gave you your name. They chose
a special name to call you for the
rest of your life. A long time ago a
little baby was born who was giv-
en a name in a very different way
from how you received your name.
And His name had a special mean-
ing, which would describe what He
would be. Today we will find out
how the baby Jesus received His
name and what it meant.
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A young woman named Mary was
engaged to a man named Joseph.
Before Mary and Joseph became
husband and wife, Mary found out
that she was going to be a mother.
But Joseph was not the father of this
Child. The
Baby’s father
was not a
man, but God
Himself. The
Holy Spirit
had caused
Mary to be
expecting a
child.

At first Joseph did not know that
the Baby was God’s Son. He won-
dered if he should still take Mary as
his wife. Then one night God sent
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an angel to tell Joseph in a dream
that Mary’s child was going to be
the Son of God, the promised Child
of the Old Testament. The angel told
Joseph to still take Mary as his wife.
He also told Joseph what the name
of this special Baby was to be. The
name “Jesus” was to be given to this
Boy. That word means “Savior.” Je-
sus would grow up to be the Savior
of the world. He would take away

the sins of all the world so that we
could be saved from death and hell.

So, when Joseph woke up, he was
happy to take Mary as his wife. Ina
few months Mary gave birth to this
little baby boy. And He was given
the name “Jesus,” just as the angel
had told Joseph to do.

Babies are born sinful, because
they have sinful parents. Jesus was
born without sin. He was holy be-
cause He is God’s Son. That is why
He could take care of all our sins
and be our Savior. Doesn’t He have
a wonderful name?

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Jesus was a real boy. He grew and

I, He never did anything wrong. He
obeyed the Commandments perfect-
ly. He was without sin. In our les-
son today, we learn in two different
ways how Jesus truly was the prom-
ised Savior from sin.

When Jesus was 30 years old, he
went to the Jordan River. At this
river, Jesus saw a man named John.
John was a teacher and a baptizer.
To baptize means to wash away sin
with water and God’s Word. Jesus
asked John to baptize Him. John
was surprised that Jesus wanted to
be baptized, because John knew Je-
sus had no sins to wash away. Jesus
wanted to do everything that was
needed to be our Savior. So Jesus

and John went into the Jordan River
and John baptized Him.

When Jesus came out of the riv-
er, the heavens opened and Jesus
saw the Holy Spirit come down as
a dove and land on Him. He also
heard the Father speak, “This is my
beloved Son, Whom I love, with
Him I am well pleased.”

After Jesus was baptized, He went
into the desert by Himself. He spent
40 days and 40 nights there with-
out eating. The Devil came to Him
and tempted Him to sin. The Devil
wanted Jesus to do three wrong
things. A
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First, the Devil, or Satan, wanted
to get Jesus to use His power to turn
the rocks into bread to eat. Remem-
ber, Jesus had not eaten for 40 days
and nights. Imagine how hungry He
was. Just think how easy it would
have been for Him to turn rocks
into soft, good-tasting bread. But
instead, Jesus told Satan, “No.” He
used a Bible passage to tell Satan
that it would be wrong to use His
power to do that.
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Secondly, the Devil wanted Jesus
to jump down from a high point
of the Temple in Jerusalem. Satan
even used a Bible passage to try to
convince Jesus it would be okay to
jump and that God would protect
Him by sending His angels to guard
Him from harm. But Jesus knew

Satan was not using God’s Word in
the right way, and Jesus used God’s
Word again to say “no” to sin.

Finally, the Devil took Jesus up to
a high mountain and showed Him
all the riches of the world. Satan
told Jesus that He could have it all,
if only Jesus would bow down to
Satan and worship him. This time
Jesus told Satan to “Get away”
from Him by telling Satan the pas-
sage where God says, “Worship the
LORD your God and serve Him
only.” At Jesus’ command the Devil
had to leave. Then God sent holy
angels to be with Jesus.

Jesus showed he was our Savior
by doing everything right. He was
baptized, just as we are baptized. He
used God’s Holy Word to say “No”
to temptations, just as we should.
Jesus never sinned. We sin every

day. We need Jesus the Savior from
sin.
